LNBTI was established by Koga San, the 
former Chairman, with the aim of nurturing 
high-skilled human resources in Sri Lanka 
who can play an active role in Japan. It’s a 
fact that Japan is suffering from a rapidly 
declining working population as the total 
society is getting older. On the other hand, 
there are plenty of Sri Lankan students who 
dream of pursuing an international career 
in IT if they get a chance. Therefore, we 
think that the project would benefit both 
countries.

At the beginning, we started as an NVQ 
Level 6 higher education institution, so the 
model was to go to a university in Japan 
with which we worked, get a bachelor’s 
degree, and then work for a Japanese 
company. Due to the problems of tuition 
and living expenses in Japan, there were 
not many students who went on to 
university in Japan, but they have achieved 
excellent results in Japanese universities 
and are now active in Japanese society. This 
is proof that LNBTI’’s education has fostered 
human resources who can play an active 
role in Japanese companies.

We were accredited as a Degree Awarding 
Institute in 2022, and in 2026, we will 
have the first graduates with a bachelor’s 
degree. Japanese companies tend to be 

relatively conservative, so LNBTI, which 
is owned by Metatechno, a Japanese 
company continuing for more than 40 
years, has an advantage in establishing 
relationships.

In addition, fortunately, we are blessed 
with an excellent and experienced staff, 
including Prof Ananda, Vice Chancellor. 
To take advantage of these opportunities, 
we will establish close relationships with 
as many companies and universities as 
possible, including recruiting graduates 
and conducting joint research and then 
we will strive to further develop human 
resources who can play an active role in 
both Sri Lanka and Japan.

Adapting to Cultural Differences: Insights 

from Japan and Sri Lanka 

The adage “When in Rome, do as the 
Romans do” highlights the importance 
of cultural adaptation in navigating 
globalization’s challenges. Comparing Sri 
Lanka and Japan underscores this need: 
while Sri Lanka has faced prolonged 
economic struggles, culminating in 
bankruptcy in 2022, Japan rebuilt after 
World War II to become a global economic 
and technological leader. Rather than 
dwelling on the root causes of these 
disparities, the focus should shift toward 
actionable solutions.

The Lanka Nippon BizTech Institute (LNBTI) 
offers a practical solution, adopting the 
Japanese education model to prepare Sri 
Lankan students for careers in Japan’s IT 
industry. The institute focuses on technical 
skills, Japanese language proficiency, 
securing conditional job offers before 
graduation, and fostering professional 
values like punctuality, honesty, and 
trustworthiness.

However, cultural differences pose 

challenges for LNBTI students. Practices 
like last-minute studying (Kuppi Culture), 
absenteeism, and exam misconduct 
conflict with Japanese work ethics. To 
address this, LNBTI emphasizes consistent 
academic engagement and skill-building 
to meet Japanese employers’ expectations. 
It also encourages parental support for 
students’ cultural transformation, ensuring 
graduates are prepared for high-skill, 
permanent roles in Japan.

With perseverance, adaptability, and 
the right mindset, LNBTI students can 
overcome these challenges, leveraging 
globalization to build sustainable, 
successful careers in Japan’s competitive 
job market.
