The Japan–Sri Lanka Partnership in Education and Research (JASPER) symposium is an annual academic initiative of Lanka Nippon BizTech Institute (LNBTI) aimed at promoting research culture, student innovation, and international academic collaboration. Building on the success of the 2025 symposium, JASPER 2026 aims to enhance international visibility through stronger engagement with Japanese partner universities and a more focused academic programme.

LNBTI invites final-year students, academic staff, research supervisors, Japanese university academics and students, collaborative research groups, and industry observers to submit abstracts for presentation at the technical sessions of JASPER 2026, which will be held on 11 September 2026.
The Theme of JASPER 2026 is “Advancing Knowledge Through Japan–Sri Lanka Academic Collaboration” and Abstracts are invited for submission under the following tracks.
1. Computing, AI and Emerging Technologies
2. Embedded Systems, IoT and Smart Devices
3. Japanese Language, Culture and Education
All accepted abstracts will be published in the Conference Proceedings of JASPER 2026.

To be considered for evaluation, each submission must include a concise abstract with 200–300 words outlining the purpose, methodology, key findings, and significance of the study.

GUIDELINES FOR AUTHORS

General Requirements
1. Abstracts must present original and innovative research that has not been previously published or presented elsewhere.
2. Authors must ensure that all research has been conducted in accordance with ethical standards and guidelines.
3. An author may submit multiple abstracts, either individually or in collaboration with up to six (6) co-authors.

Guidelines for the Preparation of Abstracts (Maximum 300 Words)

1. Authors must use the official Abstract Submission Template (Given below).
2. Use capital letters only for the initials and the first letters of the authors’ surnames.
3. Include the institutional affiliation (the organisation where the research was conducted) immediately below the author/s names.
4. If collaborators are from different institutions, the addresses of all institutions should be briefly included. In such cases, the institutional affiliations of co-authors must be indicated using superscript numbers after each author’s name and before the corresponding address, as shown below:

5. The title should be concise and accurately reflect the content of the study. Capital letters should be used for the title.
6. The text of the abstract should not exceed 300 words, excluding the title, author affiliations, and keywords.
7. The abstract should include the purpose, methodology, key findings, and significance of the study
8. Use standard abbreviations of SI units throughout the text.
9. Provide 4-6 keywords relevant to the study, separated by semicolon.
10. The abstract must be clear, coherent, and free of grammatical or typographical errors.
11. The JASPER 2026 Review Committee reserves the right to reject the abstracts not conforming to these requirements.
12. In the case of undergraduate students submitting final-year dissertation abstracts for peer review, the respective supervisor(s) must be included as co-author(s).
13. The abstract should fit on a single A4 page, formatted as follows:

	Margins: 1 inch on all sides
	Font: Times New Roman, size 11
	Line spacing: 1.15
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Abstract submission guidelines

1. Your submission should be made via email through: jasper@edu.lnbti.lk
2. The abstract must be submitted in Word format.
3. Do not submit the same abstract multiple times.
4. Each abstract should be written in a single paragraph, without citations, and must include keywords.
5. The file name of your submission should follow this format:
a. Surname_Title_of_Research (use underscores between author names).

6. Please note that all correspondence will be addressed to the corresponding author.

This document outlines the formatting guidelines for papers submitted to the 1st Symposium of Lanka Nippon BizTech Institute (LNBTI), under the theme Japan–Sri Lanka Partnership in Education and Research. The purpose of this guide is to ensure uniformity and clarity in the presentation of research work. Authors are expected to adhere strictly to the specified styles for headings, text, tables, figures, and references. Abstracts must be in 250 - 300 words and should summarize the core aspects of the research, including the problem addressed, the methodology adopted, and the key findings. The abstract should be written in one paragraph, with no citations or references, and should appear immediately after the title and author information. The paper title must be in uppercase, Times New Roman, bold, 12 pt, and centered. Author names should be centered, bold, 11 pt, and the presenting author’s name underlined. Affiliations must be italicized, 10 pt, and placed below the names, followed by the corresponding author’s contact details in the same format. The abstract text itself must be justified, written in Times New Roman, 12 pt, and indented by 1 cm on both left and right margins. The abstract must clearly present the significance of the research, the contribution made to the field, and its relevance to the overarching symposium theme. Submissions not conforming to these specifications may be returned for revision. Compliance with these formatting standards will support professional publication quality and ease of indexing in future proceedings.
Keywords:  Provide 4-6 terms that capture the key concepts, methods, or technologies used in your study as keywords separated by semicolon (;)
